Estimated time = 45 mins  
 
 

Curriculum Extract: 
Number – addition and subtraction Statutory requirements: 
• Read, write and interpret mathematical statements involving 

addition (+), subtraction (–) and equals (=) signs   
• Represent and use number bonds and related subtraction facts 

within 20   
• Add and subtract one-digit and two-digit numbers to 20, including 

zero � solve one-step problems that involve addition and 
subtraction, using concrete objects and pictorial representations, 
and missing number problems such as 7 = – 9.  

• Pupils memorise and reason with number bonds to 10 and 20 in 
several forms (for example, 9 + 7 = 16; 16 – 7 = 9; 7 = 16 – 9).     

Teacher / Adult’s Side (1)  
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Key Terms: 
• Pan-African – Relating to all people of African birth and descent. 
• Represent – To stand for or be a sign of. 
• Dawn – The first appearance of light in the sky before sunrise. 
• Duality – The contrast between two things, for example, light and 

dark.
